J esus caused no little concern for the
people of his day when he made the
strength of the marriage bond the subject
of his instruction. Rabbis argued over the
legitimate reasons to put away a wife. Jesus
taught that what God put together, men
are not to put asunder (Matthew 19:6).

Jesus reminded his listeners that in mar-
riage two become one flesh and that the
only reason Moses allowed putting away
was because of the hardness of the hearts
of the people (Matthew 19:5-8). Far from
being a pitiable, binding, and enslaving
institution one is to be emancipated from,
Jesus presents marriage as that which is in
tune with God, creation and nature to be
nurtured, guarded, and enjoyed by God
loving and God fearing men and women
for their entire lives.

Men in Jesus’
permanency and concluded that it might
be best not to marry (Matthew 19:10)!
Jesus knew that this is easier said than
practiced. God has made it so that men
and women are attracted to each other, are
capable of loving one another, and that
the love can become so deep that the great-
est of sacrifices will be made to sustain a
loving relationship. Good men love their
wives in this fashion.

Within the context of learning of good
men and great man qualities: love, virtue,
honor, honesty, we come to appreciate
Jesus’ discourse
ture has provided us a timeless love story
capturing these very values of love, virtue,

Boaz with Ruth. This story also provides
for us a crucial installment in our lessons
in man training.

Let us glean some truths appropriate
for instructing first time students as well
as for reminding men who have been in

d a \the fields for a very long time. First, we

have emphasized that women are created
as suitable help for men, but men
should remember that they are also help
to women. More than this, we have in-
structed young men to grow to put them-
selves in position so that they can be first
responders in relationships, that they
have something to offer, that they can
lighten the load of the women they are
around, and especially the woman who
will become wife and partner for life.
Second, young men and all men are to
champion protection for women from
men who would make them victims of
not only physical abuse, but of verbal
degradation. Boaz assures Ruth that he

has instructed the young men not to
touch her.

Young men might believe that a single,
widowed, young woman is an easy target
to take advantage of, to make to feel as if
she is less than other women, to demand
something more of than a woman they
might have higher regard for. Men are
not men who physically, verbally, emo-
tionally, and mentally abuse women.
Who has not heard and seen young men
and others speak in immoral and unkind
terms about females? Those who walked
and worked with Boaz would have no
permissions to believe this kind of behav-
ior was appropriate.

Third, we have underscored the impor-
tance of man kindness to ladies. Boaz
must be comforting to Ruth when he says
to her that she is to drink of the water
that the young men have drawn. I be-
lieve, as many must, that Ruth was not
crippled, that she was mobile and strong
enough to draw her own water, that she
would survive and be quite alright if she
were to do these things for herself. And
there are times when women have oppor-
tunity to do these things for themselves.
When men are around, however, then is
the time that women should enjoy the
kindnesses of those they are created to be
a help for. Remember that Boaz is not
commanding these kindnesses for his
wife; these are kindnesses extended to a
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good woman.
